June 1908, He subgequently progressed in grade until his promo-
tion to Rear Admiral, July 28, 1942, He was retired August 1, 1347

After graduation in 19058, Rear Admiral Kilpatrick joined
the U,3.3, CHARLESTOW, operating with the Paclific Fleet, and
ecrulgsed in her to Asiatlc Station, Detached in February 1900,
he had consecutive duty in the U,58,5, ARAYAT, the U,3,3, RATHNBOW,
the U,3,8, S0UTH DARQTA, the U,3.35. LAWRENCE and the U,35,5. MARY-
LAND untll February 191%, From April of that year until April
191% he had duty at the Navy Yard, Boston, Massachusetts, In
April 191€ he joined the U,8,5. 0ZARK in which he was sorving
when the United Stotes entsred ths World War a year later. In
Anril 1919 he was transferred to duty as engineer officer of the
U223, VIRGINIA which opereted with the Atlantic Flest during
the World War.

Rear Admiral Kilpatrick had duty with the Board of Ine-
spection and Survey, Navy Department, Washingtem, D, C., from
September 1920 until Marech 1922, He completed the course in
chemiecal warfare at the Edgewood Argenal, Edgewoed, Maryland, 1in
June of that year, and completed the senlor course at the Naval

ber 1925 until July 21527, and complcted the course at the Army
War College, Washington, D, £,, 1n June 1928, After commanding
the Ue2,5, PUSHWELL from July 1928 until July 1929, he served from
August 1929 uptil Septewmber 1231 as alds and flag secrelary on
the staff of Admiral Charvles Butler McVay, Jr., U,5.N,, Commander
in Chief, Aslatic Flcet, of which the U,8.8, PITTSBURGH, and later
the U,.5,8., HOUSTON, was flagship.

duty in the Office of Naval Intelligence, Navy Department, from
January to June 1938, He commanded the U.S,3. CHESTER from July
19%8 until February 1940 when he -was tpansferred to duty as Chief
of Staff and Aide to the Commander, Cruisers, Scoutlng TForce,
sorving under Rear Admiral (now Rotired) Gilbert Jonathan Rowcliff
. U.3,N,, and Rear Admiral (now Vice Admiral) John Henry Newton, Jr.
V.3,N,, in the flagship CHICAGO. Detached from that assignment
Jonuary 31, 1941, he was Chief of Staff and Aide to the. Commandant
Twelfth Waval District, San Francisco, California, until December
1941, serving under Rear Admiral {now Retired) Arthur J, Iepburn,
U,%,N,, and laterwider Vice Admiral John Wille Greenslade, U,S5,N.

From May 2, 1943, until August 25, 1945, Rear Admiral
Kilpatrlck was Chief of Staff and Alde to the Commander in Chief,
Atlantie Fleet, serving under Admiral Royal Eason Ingersoll, U.S<h
and Admiral Jonas H, Ingram, U,S.N, TFor his services in that as-
signment, he was awarded the Legilon of Merit, and Gold Star in
lieu of the seond Legion of Merit, with the following citations:

"For exceptionally meritorious conduct in the -
performance of outstanding services to the Gove
ernment of the United States as Chief of Staffl
and Alde to the Commander in Chief, Atlantic
Fleet, from May 1943, to November 1944.
