JAllBS KIRKi PAULDING

Born at Wine Partners', Dutchess County, L.Y., Lugust
28, 1778, Died at Hyde Park, ‘utbhess County, i.Y., april 6,
'1860. Buried in ureenwood Cemetery, liew York, u.Y. Uell
known writer of prose and poetry. sriend of washington
Irvine. IJIoungest son of William raulding, a member of the
New York Committee of Safety and Commissary-General of State
Iroops, and his wife, Latherine Ogden, of the iew Jersey
family of that name.

From #ebruary 7, 1815, to Wovember 9, 1823, he was.
Secretary to the first Board of savy Commissioners, consist-
ing of Commodores Hull, Porter and Rodgers.

He was appointed Navy »gent at liew York Jamary 8, 1824,
resigning June 2b, 1838, to enter the cabinet of rresident
Van buren as Secretary of the iuavy, a position which he held
from July 1, 1838, to kiarch 5, 1841l.

He was greatly opposed to the introduction of steamships
and engineers into the uavy, and in some correspondence wrote
that he "never would consent to see our grand 0ld ships sup-
planted by these new and ugly sea monsters", and exclaimed,
"I am steamed to death".

The Torpedo boat Lestroyer JAlLES K. PaULDING was named
for Secretary Paulding. L1t was launched april 20, 1920, at
the New York Shipbuilding Corporation, Camden, L.J. His
great-granddaughter, liiss lary Hubbard Paulding, was the
Sponsor.
